TCommon Dunishments

Since the Vaulderie is a sacred Sabbat rite, those
who willingly do not partake in such glory are often
punished. Such punishments include: burning,
flaying, branding, mutilation (scalding an “F” on the
perpatrator’s forehead, or cutting off one’s nose) or, if
you’re lucky, public humiliation
